At 12:00 p.m., the meeting was called to order by Lynn Tully. Mrs. Tully made an announcement
reminding the Commission of the upcoming Christmas luncheon. She also noted that a recent staff
review of the issue provided by Surveyor Michael Grigsby was available for their review as well. There
being no other announcements, Mrs. Tully presented the tentative agenda for the December 20, 2012
Planning Commission meeting for discussion. Mrs. Tully asked for changes to the minutes for the
November 12, 2012 work session and November 15, 2012 regular meeting. There being no changes, the
minutes will be submitted as complete during the regular meeting on December 20, 2012,

CONSENT AGENDA

12-01 Edinburgh Subdivision — TIrrevocable Letter of Credit (ILOC) — Credit Reduction
(08-201-00068) — The Planning Commission heard a presentation from Mrs. Tully regarding the
reduction of a letter of credit for the Edinburgh Subdivision, Phase 2f. Staff stated that the improvements
have been made however top coat and sidewalks are still outstanding. Staff has reviewed the work
completed to date and the reduction amount is based on the cost for items left outstanding. There was
little discussion and no official action was taken.

12-02 Intersection of Fordtown Road and Lebanon Road — County Subdivision Final Plat
(12-201-00071) — The Planning Commission heard a presentation from Mrs. Tully stating that the
consideration is to approve a final plat at the intersection of Fordtown Road and Lebanon Road for three
lots. The three lots are simply being reconfigured to more easily suit the property owners. There being no
discussion, no official action was taken on this item.

NEW BUSINESS
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12-03 Lamberth Street — Annexation, Zoning, and Plan of Services (12-301-00013) — The Planning
Commission heard a presentation from Mr. Ken Weems regarding a request to approve and recommend to
the Board of Mayor and Aldermen properties along Lamberth Street for annexation, zoning, and plan of
services. Mr. Weems noted that this is a property owner requested annexation of approximately 12.13
acres. The Planning Commission may remember the annexed area as having been recently subdivided in
the County. Mr. Weems noted that all city services are currently being provided as a portion of the
parcels currently exist within the City limits and thereby served. The Planning Commission asked about
the discrepancy between the property owner’s signature and the applicant’s signature being two different
persons. Staff noted that the owner’s name is Alta Lamberth with the application being requested by
Mr. A. Max Richards who is the representative for Ms. Alta Lamberth. There being no further questions,
no official action was taken.

12-04 Netherland Villas Development - Irrevocable Letter of Credit (ILOC) — Final Extension
(06-201-00055) — The Planning Commission received a presentation from Mrs. Tully regarding the letter
of credit for Netherland Villas Development. The development was previously called Bayberry Hills
Development and a bond was extended for improvements at the time for approximately $78,800.
Mrs. Tully noted that the expiration date of the $78,800 bond is January 15, 2013 and therefore the
Planning Commission must hear any request for extension at its December 20, 2012 meeting. Staff’s
recommendation for this bond extension is that the bond be extended for only a six month period at a new
amount of $84,840 as estimated by the Engineering Division. The sixth month renewal is based on the
fact that the bond has been in place for approximately six years and is our oldest outstanding bond. Staff
has asked for two motions regarding the request; first being to approve a final six month extension in the
new amount of $84,840 if a bond is presented to the department. The second would be to approve calling
the ILOC in the amount of $78,800 should the developer fail to submit a new bond prior to the expiration
date of January 15, 2013. City staff noted that some topping and other improvements are necessary in
order to complete the infrastructure improvements for this development. There was little discussion from
the Planning Commission regarding this project and no official action was taken.

12-05 TA Districts South John B. Dennis Highway — City Initiated Rezoning (12-101-00013) — The
Planning Commission heard a presentation from Mrs. Karen Combs regarding the approval and
recommendation to the Board of Mayor and Aldermen to rezone properties from TA, Tourist
Accommodation, to BC, Business Conference District, along South John B. Dennis Highway.
Mrs. Combs noted the location of the rezoning request near the Meadowview Conference Center and
surrounded by BC zoning. Mrs. Combs further noted that one of the parcels included in this rezoning
request is split-zoned and therefore more difficult to develop. After some questions regarding the current
property owner and current usage of the properties, there was no official action taken.

12-06 TA Districts along Fort Henry Drive — City Initiated Rezoning (12-101-00014) — The
Planning Commission heard a presentation from Mrs. Karen Combs to consider approving and
recommending to the Board of Mayor and Aldermen rezoning from TA, Tourist Accommodation, to B-3,
General Business District. Mrs. Combs oriented the Planning Commission to the properties under
consideration along Fort Henry Drive along its intersection with I-81. She noted the current properties
are in use as a restaurant site and a hotel site, both of which are allowable uses within the B-3 zoning
district being proposed. Staff noted that no opposition has been expressed to staff at this point. After
some discussion regarding the location and its immediate surroundings, no ofticial action was taken.

12-07 264 Moreland Drive — County Rezoning (12-101-00015) — The Planning Commission received
a presentation regarding the request to approve a rezoning from County R-1, Single Family, to County
B-1, Neighborhood Business District. The property is located outside the corporate limits of the City of
Kingsport, but within our Urban Growth Boundary and therefore a rezoning recommendation is being
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requested. Mrs. Karen Combs presented the subject site located along Moreland Drive near the Eastman
industrial site. She noted the current zoning of M-1, Industrial, along the majority of the surrounding
properties. Further noted were the existing residences in the small neighborhood which were currently
listed for sale and have been listed for quite some time. This would indicate a lack of desirability for
residential uses. Therefore, the property owner is requesting to rezone the property to a business district.
Mrs. Combs noted that staff feels that this would be a more transitional use for the area until the entirety
of the area becomes redeveloped for industrial uses as is shown on the future Land Use Plan. There being
little discussion, no official action was taken.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs. Tully presented the items of “Other Business™ for the Planning Commission’s review; no official
action was taken on these items. The Commission requested as a standing section, we add prior to “Other
Business” on the agenda an opportunity for public comment limited to five minutes per speaker per item
of public comment. Staff noted this and same will be reflected on the revised agenda for the
December 20, 2012 regular meeting.

There being no further changes to the Agenda and no additional discussion, the Work Session was closed
at approximately 12:35 p.m.
